I'm driving to the Gem — Where should | park?
Parking is free and ample. There will be free parking
for arrival before 7:00 am at Parker Junior High School,
Infant Jesus of Prague School, Western Avenue School,
and the Metra commuter parking lot located south of
Flossmoor Road on Sterling Avenue; access to certain
lots may be restricted after 7:15 am.

When will the roads close / reopen?

All roads will be closed beginning at 7:00 am; streets
will reopen as the runners pass each intersection.

At 11:00 am we will open all roads and ask any
remaining race participants to move to the sidewalks
at that time.

Who should I call in an emergency?

The Flossmoor Police Department can be reached at
(708) 957-4500 and are readily available during the
race. There are aid stations throughout the course with
trained medical staff on site. Please contact any of the
100+ course marshals along the race route in the event
you need assistance.
